4.  Discussion regarding assignments of duties for the upcoming TU banquet set for March14, 2009 at Freddies with speakers, Dave and Emily Whitlock.  Assignments were prepared and handed out.  

5.  President discussed with the Board of her intended goals for the club as follows: Blue Ribbon Trout Streams in OK; fund independent tests of the water quality of the IL River system by the Club; obtain minimum flow for the lower IL River, transparency of all amounts of funds raised by the Club, all expenditures made and the reason for same, and for an audit of the funds by an independent audit for protection of the Club’s Not For Profit status and for the Board members protection from personal liability.  Discussion was held and these matters were tabled for the next meeting. 

6.  Mike Scott proposed to the Board that a letter writing campaign be launched by our club to Rep. Benge due to his dismantling of the duties of the environmental committee policies and placing same with the Agricultural Committee.  Motion was made and seconded and approved by the Board his letter as well as expenses for sending the letters.  Also, the letter should be placed on the web site for those wishing to send the letter by e-mail.  

7.  Scott Hood discussed the trout stocking of the trout pond.  The Board previously authorized the total expenditure of $3,000.00.  Hood proposed that he be allowed to order the remaining amount in the next stocking.  Hood has a possible corporate sponsor who might donate an additional $3,000.00 to effectuate further stocking of trout in 2009.  The Board agreed to allow the remaining authorized expenditure from the club to be spent at the next stocking.  However, no other monies were authorized to be paid by the Club on this project. 

8.  Bass Pro has invited our club to grill and sell hotdogs at their get together this Spring, 2009.  Greg Dodds was appointed to check on more of the details.  The Board agreed that this is a money maker for the club, although it involves a lot of work. All volunteers should contact Greg after we find out the details.  Greg will report to us at the next board meeting.
