Call me crazy if you wish, but I am back for another term as your Trout Unlimited and Tulsa Fly Fishers President.

To those past members of the Board of Directors thanks to all of you as well. Our clubs hosted a number of special events these past years and your newly elected executive officers pledge to all members that we intend to expand and improve on them. One thing has already happened as you can go to your updated and maintained Tulsaflyfishers.com web site and see a list of some of them. Some have already made it to our firmly scheduled events and some tentative scheduled for 2011.

We plan to feature, in the newsletter a little "get to know your Officers and Board members section. You Vice President, Dale Duvall and I will go first.

For those of you who don’t know me a little back ground if I may. I learned to fish when I was 8 years old in western Nebraska. By the time I was a teenager I had discovered “fly” fishing on a short budget. My Dad thought fly fishing meant fishing with fly line. We had regular level winding reels and fiber glass fishing poles … not a fly rod and we fished with flies so we were fly fishers. I caught my first trout in a sand pit and soon after found Winter Creek … a western Nebraska spring fed creek, cold water that drained into the North Platte River and ended up in Lake McConaughy. (If you fish the White River or the North Fork you will soon be catching McConaughy rainbows… they are stout and thick bodied fish with a strong will to jump.) In my youth we used to go to Winter Creek and watch those rainbows come up-stream to spawn, leaping up and over the cross timbers that allowed the water from Winter Creek to flow into neighboring fields for irrigation…up that little stream they struggled just like salmon in our western rivers.

I moved to Colorado after graduation from the University of Nebraska and worked at the Broadmoor in Colorado Springs for several years before ending up in Canon City, CO and fishing in the Arkansas River as it flowed out of Royal Gorge. Lots of great german browns in that area, they loved live grasshoppers … still no fly rod. I moved with my wife Cindi and son Andrew to Broken Arrow in 1980. I also have a daughter Andrea, born in Oklahoma in 1983.

I started bass fishing here and for almost 15 years that was where you’d find me most weekends, chucking bass plugs on Lake Fort Gibson with my father-in-law Bob. I dropped by Lake Tenkiller dam one day just to look around and saw folks fishing for trout … bought a fly rod and found the Tulsa Fly Fishers when John Sherman was the President and the rest is history. I joined the Board of Directors and a few years later became the President. (2005-07)  (FYI; I did it for my own benefit in order to force myself into public speaking situations and because I had a few ideas I thought might benefit the organizations.)

Besides being involved in local TU/TFF I am also your states National Leadership Chair to Trout Unlimited and represent you as a Trout Unlimited member at the national Trout Unlimited convention each year. Please contact me anytime with your concerns regarding Trout Unlimited. Finally, I am also the International Game Fish Association Oklahoma representative. www.igfa.org  So if you think you’ve caught a state or world record fish of any kind call me and we’ll find a way to get it weighed for you. I almost always have a certified boga scale with me in my car.

I was born in Akron, OH. Attended public schools in Kansas, New Jersey and Maryland. I earned 10 athletic letters in 5 different sports while going to two high schools because of my parents work transfers. I attended the University of Maryland on a football scholarship and also played soccer as a walk-on goal keeper my senior year at Maryland. I graduated in 1970 with a B.S. Degree in International Marketing.

In 1970 I earned two free agent tryouts with the Kansas City Chiefs and then one with the Dallas Cowboys in 1972 all that sandwiched around a semi-pro season in 1971 with the Kansas City Steers of the Midwest Professional Football League.

 

I served in the United States Marine Corp. PLC program and trained in Quantico, Va and Fort Bragg, NC. Continuing soccer training and went to the U.S. Goal Keeping Schools as well as playing for select local and state soccer teams. I played professional soccer for the Tulsa Roughnecks in 1978 and again in 1985. I also had a pre-Olympic team tryout in Tampa, FL in 1983. I currently play local league soccer and play on both the over 55 and over 60 teams in national soccer tournaments.
